
Connect Tempod® data logger to PC via USB connection, open online configuration portal 
https://ou-tempod.tempsen.com in internet browser, then select the device you are going to configure, 
input configuration parameters, download configuration profile (.cfg) and save it to the logger created 
Removable Storage Device "TempSenDisk" .

Connect logger to computer, open TempSen Express software, go to Devices page, select connected 
devices and configure them using configuration profile you created.

Please DO NOT remove logger from PC before you are prompted of configuration success.
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Configuration profile created contains Local Time Zone information, so please download 
new configuration profile when you are in different time zone to avoid time error.

after recording stops, no need to program device again.

successfully.
